Dear Parents/Carers,   
  
I am delighted to inform you that we are planning a Key Stage 2 trip to Haigh Woodland Park in 
Wigan. The trip will be on Thursday 26th June 2025 and every child from Year 3 to Year 6 is invited 
on the trip.  
 
Visiting the park will be a fantastic experience, full of fun and adventure, as well as exciting 
learning opportunities. It offers a chance to connect with nature, develop many of the skills learnt 
in Forest School this year, and create lasting memories. Throughout the day, children will 
complete a range of woodland activities such as orienteering, bush craft, archery, or den 
building, as well a round of adventure golf each and a session on the high or low ropes course 
with qualified instructors.  
 
The PTFA have made a generous contribution towards the cost of the trip which has allowed us 
to subsidise the cost per pupil. As you will be aware, we can only ask for voluntary contribution 
for school trips. However, I must make it clear, that if we do not have the voluntary contributions 
to fund the visit, we will be unable to go ahead with this trip. We will therefore be asking for £27 
per pupil or £21 for any pupils who receive Pupil Premium. This will be available on Parent Pay as 
a £10 deposit by the end of this half term (Friday 14th February 2025) and the balance due by May 
half term (Friday 23rd May 2025). We are able to explore further payment options for any families 
who may be struggling with this trip payment. Please speak to Miss Zollner should you require 
any support with this.  
 
Children will need a packed lunch for this trip which can be sent from home or ordered from the 
kitchen. More information regarding this will be sent nearer the time of the visit. Similarly, details 
of clothing and kit needed for the visit will be sent closer to the time.
